Adopted from care funding

Dear Parents/carers,

A new source of funding will become available to schools for children who have been adopted from care.  A sum of approximately £1,900 will be given to schools for each eligible child.  Any child, who has been adopted from care, has a residency order or who has left care under a special guardianship order is eligible.  The money will be used very much as the current pupil premium to support children with additional teaching, resources and subsidies.  It may also be possible to pay for external specialist support with things such as speech and language and dyslexia provision. 

In order for this funding to be allocated, schools need to record all eligible children in the pupil census on 16th January.  We appreciate however that this information is potentially very sensitive; so any information given by adoptive parents will be kept strictly confidential.

To corroborate a child’s status, supporting evidence such as The Adoption (court) order and any other court orders is required.  A copy of these will be retained confidentially for the audit purposes.

If your child/children are eligible for this funding and you are happy to disclose the above information, please complete the form below and return it to school in an envelope marked for the attention of Mrs Brown, Private and Confidential.  I will then contact you directly to obtain the supporting evidence.  This form must be returned by Tuesday 14th January.
£1,900 per eligible child is a hugely significant amount of money for the school and will allow us to extend services such as reading recovery, able pupil maths sets, 1:1 Teaching, residential trip subsidies and many other exciting new projects.
